Buy spring seedlings and plants for your home, say hello to farm animals and greet spring babies, tour a winery, pick your own fresh-as-it-gets strawberries, and much more.  Bring the whole family for a day or two of fun, education, and agritainment!

New farms participating this spring include the American Academy of Equestrian Sciences in Leesburg, where visitors can get a tour of the facility by world class dressage competitor, Marina Genn. Visitors can take a hayride at Ballentine Farm and see the lifestyle of a working farm while enjoying some hand-churned ice cream. See a working distillery in production at the first family-owned microdistillery in Loudoun at Catoctin Creek Distilling Company. The kids will enjoy a pony ride and stable tour at Chase Run Stable and the parents can enjoy live music and a glass of wine at neighboring Hunter’s Run Wine Barn. WeatherLea Farm will be offering tours of the vineyard and cottage, and the Loudoun Valley Sheep Producers will be selling their famous lamb sausage sandwiches. In the evening the barn will rock with a barn dance to benefit Loudoun’s 4-H Program.
