When there is a disaster and people need to be fed, the Red Cross sends in an ERV. This first response vehicle loads up with food and goes to where the need to feed is. Depending on the particular situation they may set up a canteen for the feeding.








This is a great resource for anything arts. They have arts education programs for all ages and artistic abilities, as well


as artists who live and work on site, musical and theatre performances, art exhibitions, outdoor concerts and other events.





They offer theatre production with a cast of young people from ages 8 to 18. In addition to enjoying the productions, they also offer training programs in dramatic and musical theatre, stage management, set design, lighting, and sound. Come learn more, and meet some of the child actors.
