2011 BIKE MS JOB DEFINITIONS

· PARKING SUPPORT VOLUNTEERS are stationed at the parking lot to help direct vehicles to and from parking spots.  

· STARTING LINE VOLUNTEERS help set up the starting area, direct participants, and hand out water and snacks. 

· CHECK IN VOLUNTEERS help to set up the area and check in riders at the start and finish lines. 

· REST STOP CAPTAINS coordinate volunteers, supplies, set-up operation, load/unload trucks, and breakdown rest stop.  Captains serve as the on-site contact person in the event of an incident. 

· LUNCH STOP VOLUNTEERS supply lunch/refreshments, services and encouragement to riders along the route.  They also set-up, serve and clean up the lunch area.

· DINNER VOLUNTEERS help with meal service at the overnight location. They also set-up and clean up the dinner area. 

· OVERNIGHT LOCATION VOLUNTEERS set up camp, welcome riders, check-in and direct riders, unload rider gear, explain the camp set-up and restock supplies for Sunday.

· FINISH LINE VOLUNTEERS welcome, check-in and direct riders, coordinate lunch service, unload and sort rider gear and assist with traffic control.
